Additionally, they contain Ambassador’s
notes reflecting on Hilter’s rise in power

and political climate in Germany.

Considering the subsequent developments
and paths of history, Lipski's secret reports
to the Polish Secretary of Foreign Affairs,
Jozef Beck, are fascinating history lessons.
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
